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Find out how to financially protect your standard of living

The current basic Employment and Support Allowance is initially £65.45 a week.  If you are under 25, this will be £51.85 a week. Furthermore, changes introduced in October 2008 to the basis for assessing people claiming State benefits have made it much harder to qualify for State support.  Over one third of claimants are not successful.
