Many people say they would rely on State benefits to support them should the worst happen.  But changes to the basis for assessing people claiming State benefits have made it much harder to qualify for State support.

The new regime, introduced in 2008, now assesses what an individual is capable of and what assistance they need to manage their condition and return to work.  This tougher stance combined with the introduction of the Government’s new ‘fit note’ could result in you being forced to return to work.

The ‘fit note’ enables your GP to advise your employer on how simple changes to the job you do may allow you to return to work earlier. This could include recommending shorter hours or that you do a different job, both of which could mean a reduction in your regular income.
